Public Works Director Ernie Garza reported on the water line break providing specific information related to the break and commended staff.  He further advised that the Public Works Department was preparing for the annual Festa.

City Manager Greg Greeson commended all City staff related to their swift and professional response to the recent water line break and the accompanying emergency at the High School.

Council member Garcia advised that he and Council member Nagy partnered to mow overgrown lots to assist the community and curtail blight and commended staff in their efforts related to code enforcement.  He further advised that the leave season was approaching and suggest
Council member Nagy commended staff related to the waterline break, encouraged everyone to enjoy the Festa, and provided a reminder that the sidewalk heart needs to be repainted.  He closed by inquiring as to the status of the City Hall bid award.
Council member Schultz reported on recent participation in the Newman Fall Festival Parade.
Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira advised on his meeting for the Partnership for the San Joaquin on October 6th & 7th 2011, advised that there would be a Westside Community Healthcare Task Force meeting on September 29, 2011 here at City Hall and advised that Council member Garcia or the Mayor would be attending the Merced County Association of Government (MCAG) meeting on September 15, 2011. He closed by encouraging everyone to enjoy the Festa.
Mayor Brazil the Mayor thanked the CASA representatives, commended staff on their response to the waterline break and the emergency at the High School, reported on his participation in the Newman Fall Festival Parade, and encouraged everyone to attend the Festa this weekend.
