Sewer Service Line Replacement Policy

a. Police Department

The Police Chief gave an update on the vehicle fleet and details of the vehicle assignments and usage. 

b. Fire Department

The Fire Chief reported on a small structure fire and on participation in the funeral program for Chester Bonta, former Chief.

c. Public Works Department

The Public Works Director reported that tennis lights were repaired and operational. He further reported that he was working with Medina Electric and PG&E regarding lighting in the Schmidt Park parking lot.

d. Planning Department

The City Planner stated that a draft of the housing element had been sent to the state for review and he was hoping to hold public hearings in December.

e. Engineering

The City Engineer reported on the PAPI lighting at the airport stating that the FAA had changed its position on the required certification and the city would be asking for reimbursement from FAA.  He went on to report that archeological and historical surveys had been submitted for the proposed sidewalk projects.

f. Administrative Services

The Administrative Services Director stated that staff would begin working with a mailing service that would save the City $2600 a year.  She relayed that garbage service would change to one pick up day per week for residents and stated that  community meetings would take place on November 12 and 14  for the Highway 140 pedestrian planning project.

11.  City Manager Reports

The City Manager reported that she would be applying for a ten million dollar energy grant. The grant provides energy funds that could be used for training, retrofitting, and street lights. 

12.  City Council Reports

Council member Schultz commented about the red-tag notification found on his garbage can and stated that he had attended an interview for the proposed industrial park.

b. Council member Garcia

Council member Garcia thanked all those that voted.

c. Council member Nagy

Council member asked for an update from staff on the sign for the Cef Jamero sign.

d. Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira 

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira updated the Council on a LAFCO conference where water and mitigation for agricultural lands and the potential reorganization of LAFCO on a state level.   He further congratulated the City Clerk on her Certified Municipal Clerk designation.
