The Mayor introduced the consent calendar. There was no public comment.  Council member Nagy advised that he would abstain from warrant number 33325 and Council member Schultz pulled item (d) for further discussion.  Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira moved to approve the consent calendar items a-c.  The motion was seconded by Council member Garcia and carried 5-0 with Council member Nagy abstaining from warrant number 33325. 

After discussion of Item (d), Council member Schultz moved to approve the appointments as recommended to the San Joaquin Valley Air Pollution Control District Valley-wide City Selection Committee. There was no public comment.  The motion was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira and carried 5-0.

City Manager Greg Greeson provided a brief introduction of item 9a.  Director of Administrative Services Sean Scully presented the staff report.  He then introduced Solargen representative Carmine Iadarola who presented a power point that provided information on Solargen the company and information related to the project.  Following the presentation, Gustine residents Vic Andersen, Chris Nagel and the Executive Director of Merced Farm Bureau Amanda Carvajal asked questions, made comments and voiced concerns regarding the project.  After City staff and Solargen representative Carmine Iadarola responded to the initial questions, comments and concerns from the public the Mayor then invited the Council to comment on the item.  After a lengthy discussion by all, Council Member Schultz moved to direct staff to retain the services of Larry Walker to provide an assessment of the City’s future needs; determine what portion(s) of parcels E & F are considered wetlands; determine if it is possible to build around the wetlands identified in portions of parcels E & F and at what cost; determine if the parcels (or portions of) E & F can removed from the wetlands and what the estimated cost to the City to do so.  The motion was seconded and carried 5-0.       
Gustine High School student government representative Eduardo Diaz advised the Mayor that he would need to provide his report to Council at this time, as it past the time he was due at home.  Mr. Diaz advised the Council that all school sports pre-season games had begun, that the Gustine High School Prom was scheduled for March 26, 2011 and that a student from Gustine High School had qualified for the Rotary District Speech Finals.

Director of Administrative Services Sean Scully presented the staff report. The Mayor opened the public hearing at 9:32 P.M.  There was no public comment.  The Mayor closed the public hearing at 9:33 P.M.  After discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira move to introduce and waive the first reading of an ordinance amending the Zoning & Subdivision Code text of Article 5, Chapter 4, Section §4-52-030 Limited Term Permit. The motion was seconded by Council member Nagy and carried 5-0.   
10.  City Department Reports

Fire Chief Pat Borrelli advised the Council on recent department election results, and the success of the “Fill the Boot” fund raising campaign in the amount of $8,264.13.  He further advised that the department elected Eric Watts as Fire Fighter of the Year and advised the Council of a grant the department received to upgrade their radios and pagers in the amount of $10,700.00.

Interim Police Chief advised that he nothing to report.

Director of Administrative Services Sean Scully advised the Council that the City has applied for a grant with the State Department of Traffic and Safety for law enforcement overtime for targeted traffic enforcement, safety and motor checks, and department equipment.  
Public Works Director Ernie Garza advised that the department had submitted the local limits and sampling and analysis plan prepared by Larry Walker and Associates to the Water Quality Control Board the City as required by the NOV issued in September 2010.  The submitted plan requests a reduction in sampling for the City and notification of approval as such within 30 days.  The Public Works Director further advised that staff has started weed spraying, removed two trees and eight stumps, solicited quotes for mistletoe abatement and is researching companies for future removal of surplus metal. 
Finance Director Larrie Sweet advised he had nothing to report.

City Engineer Mario Gouveia reported that CMAC has advised that there is another cycle of funding available with a very short period of time to apply.  Therefore the City has prepared an application for funding of two clean vehicles.      
11.  City Manager Reports

City Manager Greg Greeson advised Council on the status of the Railroad signs, his administrative approval of a change of date to March 12, 2011 for use of City Streets for a prayer walk that Council had approved at an earlier meeting. 
12.  City Council Reports

Council member Garcia commended the Chamber for a job well done this weekend at the Chamber dinner, commended public works for addressing graffiti removal quickly.  He also advised that he would like to get with staff to address further issues that have been brought to his attention. He then asked a question related to the Solargen project site regarding the history of and type maintenance performed. 
Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira reported to Council on a recent MCAG workshop where the discussion focused on the sharing of public services such as waste water treatment, public safety and fleet management.  He further advised of a voucher program for cleanup of dumping if refuse on private property in Merced County. Finally, he advised that the Gustine High School Academic Decathlon team took first place and requested that the City recognized the students a future meeting.
Council member Nagy advised staff of certain hazards and a street light malfunction at Meredith and Pane.  He closed by commending the Fire Chief on the departments success with their “Fill the Boot” campaign.  
Council member Schultz advised staff of another malfunctioning street light across the street from Airport Commissioner Al Romero’s home and a League California Cities meeting he will be attending this Thursday.  He then updated the Council on the progress of the “One Voice Project”
The Mayor commended staff on their work putting staff reports together, commended the Chamber of Commerce for a job well with the recent dinner dance, and commended the Fire Chief and his staff on the success of the “Fill the Boot”.
