10.  City Department Reports

Interim Police Chief Dunford reported on community meetings, and public safety checkpoints scheduled in May (Seatbelt and Child restraints). 

Fire Chief Pat Borrelli reported to Council on Merced County’s planned recognition of “Fire Fighter’s of the Year” and advised that Eric Watts was the recipient for the Gustine Department.  He further reported that the department has obtained the grant funded pagers and radios and advised that they were in the process of obtaining an extractor utilizing grant funds as well.    
Director of Administrative Services Sean Scully reported on the status of the State Redevelopment vote and advised on a business license for Big Mike BBQ. 
Public Works Director Ernie Garza reported on tree services performed in the amount of $2,245.00, mistletoe abatement status, the purchase of a water leek detector for $2,700.00, the plan to begin exercising water valves, the department’s compliance with the notice of violation (NOV) time schedule from the State Water Board, and the status of the Monitoring and Sampling Plan.

City Engineer reported that the pumps were know active at the Airport and the project complete.  He further reported that the construction plans for City Hall were 90% ready and the Waterline project 80% ready for submittal. 

11.  City Manager Reports

City Manager Greg Greeson advised Council that a status report for the Waterline project would be on the next agenda.  He further reported that he and the Director of Administrative Services would be meeting with Merced County Planning staff and advised that they were also planning to view and consider available county surplus property.  
12.  City Council Reports

Mayor Pro Tem Joe Oliveira thanked Mr. Holmquist for his commitment to community activism with regard to the crosswalk at Linden and Highway 33; he advised he would be attending the Cal Cog conference, voiced concerns over the future of Gustine’s Utility User Tax and inquired as to the status of staffing for summer Y-Lead and Henry Miller Park pool.

Council member Schultz stated he was pleased that the airport project was complete, he Inquired about maintenance staffing, the roof repair at the Harry Schmidt Park snack shack and asked if staff could look into finding funding to tear down the old structure and build new along with a restroom.  Mr. Schultz then advised he was glad to see a difference in the parking problem at the Rail Road lot and inquired about a code enforcement issue on Linden Ave.
Council member Nagy stated he had nothing to report.

Mayor Brazil advised Council, staff and those in attendance that the new regular meeting time appeared to be a success based on the high number of people in attendance. The Mayor then commended Police Officer Nelson for defusing a parking situation successfully, advised Interim Police Chief Dunford that he received positive comments related to his abilities and that the City was lucky to have him.  The Mayor then thanked Rick Nagle for his work on the radio project.
