The City Manager presented the staff report.  He then introduced Steven Qualls the Central Valley Regional Public Affairs Manager for the League of California Cities who provided information related to the legislation and advised the Council of the Leagues position on each bill. Additionally, he provided fact sheets on Assembly Bills (AB) 506 and 1250.  There was no further public comment.  After discussion, the City Manager advised Council that according to the City Attorney, Council could also approve a response to AB1250 as it is the same legislation as SB286.  Council member Garcia moved to authorize the Mayor to submit letters on behalf of the City of Gustine one supporting Senate Bill (SB) 286, one supporting AB1250 and one opposing AB506.  The motion was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira and carried 5-0.

Police Chief Dunford presented the staff report.  There was no public comment.  Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira moved to approve the request for City road closures, the use of City streets and staff services totaling approximately $1,400.00 with the understanding the City would be reimbursed by the Gustine Pentecost Society for amounts over and above $1,400.00. The motion was seconded by Council member Garcia and carried 5-0.

10.  City Department Reports

Police Chief Dunford advised Council on the status of the City/ Subway Youth Rewards Program and that the department was monitoring the criminal activity in Newman to better protect the Gustine community.

Fire Chief Borrelli advised Council about a recent structure fire in Gustine on Fairview Ave.  and the success of mutual aid and volunteer staffing.

Administrative Services Director reported to Council on Planning and Grant applications and the status of the pool recruitment and training.

Public Works Director Ernie Garza advised the Council of minor pool repairs, the status of the water leak on highway, and the that staff was working with Larry Walker and Associates  

City Engineer Mario Gouveia advised Council he had nothing to report.

Recreation Director Mark Wortman advised the Council on the status of basketball open gym, reminded everyone that Farmers Market is open and the proceeds support Gustine recreation, men’s league softball opener was rained out, possible changes to the tournament schedule during the Fourth of July Celebration to achieve a better turnout and the Fishing Tournament will be the first Saturday in August.

The City Manger reported on the City Budget Workshop scheduled for Thursday June 9, 2011 at 5:00 p.m., the Solargen contract amendment, a new business opening and commended Public Works staff for their swift and positive response to the School Districts request for chairs.

Council member Schultz reported on the Wine and Cheese event and inquired about the League meeting time on June 9, 2011 and expressed his regret that he would not be able to attend due to the Budget Meeting Workshop.
Council member Nagy reported on the Hills Ferry Memorial Day ceremonies, Legislative Action Days and expressed his desire to see everyone participating in the Health Walk at the High School. 

Council member Garcia expressed his appreciation for the Farmers Market, and advised Council he had located some parcels that may be appropriate for a community garden as proposed by Lori Adkins.  

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira reported on Memorial Day Ceremonies at the Santa Nell Veterans Memorial and Hill Ferry Cemetery, and reported on the current effort and plan to remodel the school gym.

Mayor Brazil reported on the success of the Farmers Market, the recent Wine and Cheese Event, commended and congratulated Pat Snyder-Snoke, and expressed his delight that new businesses were opening in the down town.  The Mayor then introduced Merced County Supervisor Deidre Kelsey.

Supervisor Kelsey advised the Council and those in attendance on the Redistricting effort underway in Merced County, the status of the County Budget process, the current activities of an anti gang task force, free compost available should a community garden be established in Gustine and the status of road improvements that she and Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira are working on.  Discussion followed.
