Duper Tong, Chief of Traffic Safety 
Mr. Tong presented the results of a Caltrans survey conducted at Linden and Hwy 33 on September 15, 2010 and informed Council that due to the survey results, Caltrans could not approve a cross walk at the location in question.  Mr. Tong did indicate that Caltrans would however install additional pedestrian signage approaching the location.  Chris Nagel and Leonard Holmquist citizens of Gustine asked questions and spoke of the necessity for the crosswalk in spite of Caltrans’s findings. City Council members expressed their frustration with the Caltrans survey as a basis for lack of action and asked additional questions regarding the inconsistent speed signage that currently exists at each highway entrance to Gustine.  Mr. Tong indicated that Caltrans would be conducting a scheduled survey next year with regard to speed limits.  City Manager Greeson inquired if Caltrans had an appeal process.  Mr. Tong advised that Caltrans has no appeal process but the City could speak to the Deputy Director.

Mayor Brazil thanked Council members Oliveira and Schultz for representing the City at a recent press conference hosted by the League to promote preserving California Redevelopment Agencies; thanked Mr. Holmquist for his efforts, welcomed Subway & Pizza Factory and advised that the downtown is busy.  The Mayor closed by advising that there was a possibility that there will be new family dining business coming to Gustine.  

A member of the community asked about the status of mistletoe abatement.  The Public Works Director reported on the status of the mistletoe bid process.
