9.  City of Gustine Administrative Agenda

a.   Request from “Kids to the Rescue” Program

Recommendation:  Consider making a donation to the “Kids to the Rescue” program.

Public Safety Liason Don Shaw, along with students participating in the Public Safety ROP program at the high school and the Police Department’s Explorer Program, explained the “Kid’s to the Rescue” Program.

After discussion Council member Bonta made a motion to donate $2,000 to the Kid’s to Rescue program to be taken from traffic safety funds.  Seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira.  Motion carried 

b.   Changes for the 2008 Y-Lead Summer Program

Recommendation:  Increase the fee to $40.00 per child for the eight week summer session of Y-lead. 

The Administrative Services Manager gave her staff report.  After discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion approve the $40.00 fee increase for the Y-Lead program.  Seconded by Council member Amaral.  Motion carried 5-0.

c.   Rates for Private Swim Lessons

Recommendation:  Approve the price for private swim lessons be changed from $30 to $75.00 and memorialize the change by Resolution.

The Recreation Director gave a staff report.  After discussion, Council member Garcia made a motion to approve Resolution 2008-2068 Establishing Fees for the Use of the Gustine Municipal Swimming Pool.  Seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira.  Resolution 2008-2068 was adopted by the following vote:

d.   Canine Purchase Contract

Recommendation:

1. Authorize the City of Gustine to enter into a Canine Purchase Contract for one canine (Meeka) with Police Department employee and canine handler Officer Ricky Stice.

2. Approve a one-time donation of $2,000 for future upkeep and equipment.

3. Approve a 2.5% or 5% stipend for the canine handler.

Canine Handler Officer Rick Stice was available for questions regarding the canine officer and fund raising efforts.  After discussion, Council member Bonta made a motion to approve the Canine Purchase Contract.  Seconded by Council member Amaral.  Motion carried 5-0.  After further discussion, Council member made a motion to authorize a one-time donation of $2,000 to come from Traffic Safety funds.  Seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira.  Motion carried 5-0.

Acting Police Chief provided information regarding the stipend request.  After discussion, Council member Garcia made a motion to approve a 5% stipend for the Canine Handler.  Motion carried 5-0.

e.   Indemnification Agreement and Cost Recovery

Recommendation:  Receive a report and approve a resolution authorizing the City Manager to sign Indemnification and Cost Recovery Agreements on behalf of the City of Gustine.
The City Manager gave a staff report.  After discussion, Council member Amaral made a motion to approve 2008-2069 Authorizing the City Manager to Sign Indemnification and Cost Recovery Agreements on Behalf of the City of Gustine.  Seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira.  Resolution 2008-2069 passed by the following vote:

10.  City Department Reports

a.   Administrative Services
The Administrative Services Manager reminded the City Council of the upcoming Budget Workshop.

b.   Recreation Department

The Recreation Director updated the City Council on the work done to baseball fields, the summer aquatic program, a new tennis program, and the men’s softball program. 

c.   Fire Department

The Fire Chief reported on calls for last month, a recent meeting with County on budget and funding, volunteer training, and new turn-out gear.

d.   Police Department

The Acting Police Chief reported on calls for the last few weeks, officer training, efforts towards creating and implementing a Gang Activity Response Plan, new plans for in-house range training, staffing of potential Reserve Officers, and plans to increase use of radar.

11.  City Manager Reports

a.   Police Department

The City Manager commended the Acting Police Chief on progress made in the department.

b.   Gang Activity

The City Council was informed that a meeting would take place with the school district to discuss safety issues related to gang activity.

c.   Schedule

The City Manager reminded the City Council that she would be out the remainder of the week for training.

12.  City Council Reports

a.   Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira reported on a recent GUSTO awards ceremony and reminded the City Council of the upcoming County Congress meeting.  

He further detailed activities of the One Voice delegation’s trip to Washington D.C. and provided a list of appointments held.  As a member of the economic development contingent, Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira indicated the trip was productive especially meetings with the USDA.

b.   Council member Amaral

Council member Amaral commented on the GUSTO awards, will be attending the County Congress, and commended the Acting Police Chief on a job well done.

c.   Council member Garcia

Council member Garcia thanked Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira and the City Manager for attending the One Voice meetings, addressed water issues, and reported on the downtown painting project.

d.   Council member Bonta

Council member Bonta indicated he would be attending the County Congress and addressed problems with the storm drain basin at Borrelli Ranch.

e.   Mayor Ford

Mayor Ford stated that several citizens had asked that the City Council issue a resolution opposing the recall of Senator Jeff Denham.  Staff was asked to draft a resolution.  The Mayor also asked about citizen concerns over the Gustine Youth Baseball League and the condition of the fields.
