a.   Public Works Director

The Public Works Director reported on a workshop attended; reported that well pumps will be tested for efficiency; and that costs for testing would be subsidized by PG&E.

b.   Police Department

The Police Chief reported on research into a new police station; announced the temporary promotions of Sergeant Vince Inaudi to Lieutenant and Patrol Officer Dan Rocha to Corporal; and relayed that weed and rubbish abatement proceedings were underway.  He further reported on crimes over the past two weeks; informed about research on a west side dispatch center and commented on the town hall meeting on the budget.

c.   City Clerk Department

The City Clerk updated the City Council on the Neighborhood Stabilization Program; and stated that staff would be bringing a policy for non-flyable aircraft at the request of the Airport Commission to an upcoming meeting.
11.  City Manager Reports

The City Manager reported on an upcoming meeting with lobbyist Thane Young and  relayed that the Request for Proposal for the Caltrans planning grant received an overwhelming response and a meeting would be held to answer questions of interested parties.

Council member Schultz reported on the League of California Cities Legislative Action Days in Sacramento.  He also reported some roof repairs needed at the shelter.

Council member Garcia stated he had attended a Fourth of July Committee meeting and missed the last Airport Commission meeting.

Council member Amaral expressed remorse over the major fire in downtown Newman; commended the audience members who spoke on behalf of the Fourth of July and asked about the City County Dinner.
