a.  Requests of Our Lady of Miracles for the Annual Celebration

Recommendation:  Approve the following use of certain streets for the Annual GPS Celebration 2009:

1. Street use for two processions occurring on Saturday, September 12, 2009.  The procession route is as follows: Linden Avenue from Our Lady of Miracles Church to Lucerne Avenue to Third Avenue to the GPS Hall at 500 Third Avenue.

2. Street use for three processions occurring on Sunday, September 13, 2009.  The procession route is as follows: Morning and afternoon parade-Linden Avenue at Our Lady of Miracles Church to Highway 33 (with Cal-Trans approval) to Fifth Street to Third Avenue.  Evening parade-Linden Avenue at Our Lady of Miracles Church, to Lucerne Avenue, to the GPS Hall 500 Third Avenue.

3. Street closures are also requested around GPS Hall September 10th, 6:00 AM through September 154h, 3:00 AM as per diagrams on file with the Gustine Police Department.

4. Staff recommends a review of the costs to determine what the City will incur.
The Police Chief gave a staff report.  Walter Costa of the OLM committee spoke and asked questions.  After discussion by the City Council, Council member Schultz made a motion to approve the street closures and that the city charge a flat fee of $10,720.88 for police services.  Seconded by Council member Garcia.  Motion carried 4-0.
