9.  City of Gustine Administrative Agenda

a.   Termination of Environmental Management Services (EMS) contract for Services

Recommendation:  That the City Council terminates the contract for services with EMS for “Cause” under Section 9.2a of the contract dated May 26th, 2005 with the effective date of the termination July 1, 2009.

Mayor Ford pulled this item from the agenda.

b. New Police Department Building Staff Report

Recommendation:  Provide direction, approval and a budget for Police Department staff to begin the preparation for moving into a new Police Department Building.

The Police Chief and City Engineer gave the staff report which provided three options.  Option One called for construction of a new 2500 square foot building across the street from City Hall.  Option Two would place a pre-fabricated building across the street from City Hall.  Option Three called for the remodeling of the Al Goman Center

Mike Gandy, resident of Gustine spoke against Option Three.

Leonard Holmquist, resident of Gustine commented that he would like to see Police presence downtown.

After discussion, the City Council directed staff to look at alternate locations downtown and eliminate use of the Al Goman Center as an option.

10.  City Department Reports

a.   Fire Chief

The Fire Chief reported on five new county engines including a new engine for Gustine to be delivered in approximately two months.

b. Public Works Director

The Public Works Director reported on the removal of the city carport; on preparation of the pool for its opening; and on the status of bids for an interior painting project at the Al Goman Center

b.   Police Department

The Police Chief reported on the last day of school; stated he would be attending a Youth Leadership Conference in Los Banos and detailed other events he attended in the month of May.  Finally, the Chief reported on vehicles parking illegally on the grass at the parks.  

c.   Planning Department

The Assistant Planner updated the Council on the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) and progress in creating handouts and flyers for the public to make the permit and application process more streamlined.

The City Manager reported on the summer pool program; stated she had been appointed as an alternate to the Employee Risk Management Association, reported on an upcoming League of California Cities meeting; and finally, thanked City Staff for back-filling for each other while short handed.
