Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to approve the Consent Calendar.  Seconded by Council member Garcia.  Motion carried 5-0.

9.  City of Gustine Administrative Agenda

a.   Water Rate Increases, Storm Water Fee And Refuse Rate Increases

Recommendation:  That the City Council adopt a Resolution that establishes a multi-year rate increase for water service, and refuse, set storm drain fee and approves a percentage increase following the three year water rate adjustment and the two year refuse adjustment.

The City Manager gave her staff report, which included a history of discussions and processes to set the proposed rates. She also relayed that one (1) protest letter was received by the city.

Mayor Ford opened the public hearing.  Steven Goes, Gustine resident, asked questions about the rates.  With no other public comment, Mayor Ford closed the hearing.

Larry Parlin of Environmental Management Systems and Dennis Schuler of Gilton Solid Waste were available for questions.  After discussion by the City Council, Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to approve Resolution 2008-2073 Amending Rates for Water, Refuse, and Storm Water Services.  Seconded by Council member Bonta.  Resolution 2008-2073 was approved by the following vote:

b.   Police Response to Increase in Gang Activity

Recommendation: Review and discuss

The City Manager gave a staff report identifying gang activity within Gustine and proactive measures the Police Department has taken to combat the problem.  She also indicated that safety issues may need to be funded by a safety tax and the City Council directed her to bring the item back for discussion.

10.  City Department Reports

a.   Administrative Services

The Administrative Services Manager relayed that the Y-Lead Program had 75 children enrolled with spaces for 25 more.

b.   Recreation Department
The Recreation Director indicated that swim lesson enrollment was continuing, that water aerobics classes had begun, that several school pool parties had taken place and that plans for the fishing derby were underway.  The Assistant Director gave an update on the men’s softball program, stating that the number of teams had doubled over last year.

c.   Fire Department

The Fire Chief reported on department activity during the recent windstorm; invited the City Council to the Barbecue Family Night on June 30 and the annual breakfast on July 13; and reported on a grant received to purchase seven pagers and one portable radio.

d   Community Development

The Community Development Director reported on upcoming Planning items including conditional use permits and the Subdivision portion to the Zoning Code.  He also indicated that he would like to bring a presenter to discuss solar alternatives.  Mayor requested staff to send a flyer to notify the public with the utility bill, once the presenter is scheduled.  He went on to report on trees lost in the windstorm and the status of Proposition 1B funds.

11.  City Manager Reports

a.   Community Development Director

The City Manager introduced the new contracted Community Development Director, Jake Raper, who would be overseeing planning, public works, and airport operations.

b.   League of California Cities Events

The City Manager asked if any of the Council members wished to attend the annual conference or the quarterly dinner so that arrangements could be made.

12.  City Council Reports

a.   Council member Amaral

Council member Amaral commended Zane Atkins and his parents for the Eagle Scout award; stated that street sweeping every other week seemed like a good idea, and stated that the safety tax is important to talk about in light of recent gang activity. He further asked for an update on the recently closed Cheryl’s restaurant and relayed he would be out of town for the next meeting.

b.   Council member Garcia

Council member stated he was looking forward to good things in the community.

c.   Council member Bonta

Council member asked for the status of the Vaz building, indicated that the safety program should move forward and he reported on some maintenance issues at the Al Goman Center.

d.   Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira 

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira commented on CalTrans issues, relayed that the Memorial Day Services were very nice, and commended public works and Grover crews for their hard work during the windstorms.  He also commented on poor cable service and that he looked forward to further discussion on the safety tax.

e.   Mayor Ford

Mayor Ford stated the new fees are a positive step towards getting some desperately needed improvements to the water system.
