Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to approve the consent calendar.  Seconded by Council Member Schultz.  Motion carried 4-0 (1 absent) with Council Member Schultz abstaining from Warrant 30749.

9.  City of Gustine Administrative Agenda

a. Annual Gustine Pentecost Society (GPS) Celebration

Recommendation:  Approve the following use of certain streets for the Annual GPS Celebration July 18-19, 2009:

1. Street use for two processions occurring on Saturday, July 18, 2009.  The procession route is as follows:  Linden Avenue from Our Lady of Miracles Church to Lucerne Avenue to Third Avenue to the GPS Hall at 500 Third Avenue.  

2. Street use for one procession occurring on Sunday, July 19, 2009.  The procession route is as follows:  Linden Avenue at Our Lady of Miracles Church to Highway 33 (with Cal Trans approval) to Fifth Street to Third Avenue.  Street closures are also requested around the GPS Hall July 18, 2009 @ 6:00am through July 20, 2009 @ 3:00am as per diagrams on file with the Gustine Police Department.  Additional street closures are requested on Fifth Street on July 19, 2009 from 10:00am to 2:00pm.

Chief Calderon gave the Staff Report.  Joe Machado, representing the GPS spoke in favor of the request and asked for a fee reduction.  A discussion took place between the City Council and staff.  Council Member Garcia made a motion to approve the request and set a base fee of $1500 for the event with a cap of $2300.  Seconded by Council Member Schultz.  Motion carried 3-1 (1 absent) with Mayor Ford opposed.

b. USDA Water System Improvements project selection of Bond Counsel

Recommendation:  Approve and direct staff to enter into an agreement with selected bond counsel – Weist Law, Cameron Weist, Scotts Valley, CA.  Approval is contingent upon City Attorney approval of the contract.

City Manager Silveira gave staff report.  The City Council discussed the item.  Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to approve the Bond Counsel selection.  Seconded by Council Member Garcia.  Motion carried 4-0 (1 absent).

a.   Fire Chief

The Fire Chief reported that call volume was down.  Family Night was scheduled for June 29th.

b. Public Works Director

The Public Works Director reported on the lot across the street and a meeting he had with Pacific Gas and Electric (PG&E).

The Assistant Planner updated the Council on the Board of Supervisors approval of the application submittal for the Neighborhood Stabilization Program and that the application was submitted prior to the deadline.
