9.  City of Gustine Administrative Agenda

a.   Update from Local Area Formation Commission (LAFCO) on the Status of the City of Gustine’s Conditions of Approval for its Sphere of Influence

Recommendation:  Receive a verbal update from Bill Nicholson, LAFCo Executive Officer.

Bill Nicholson, LAFCO Executive Officer, gave a verbal report addressing the City of Gustine’s response to LAFCO’s conditions of approval for the city’s sphere of influence.  He stated that the City would not need to take further action until such time it wishes to annex.  

b.   Resolution Authorizing the City Manager to Execute the Right-of-Way Certification for the ARRA Project STP:-5244(021)

Recommendation:  Approve Resolution as submitted

The City Engineer gave a report.  After discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to approve the resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute the right-of-way certification for the ARRA STP: 5244(021).  Seconded by Councilmember Garcia.  Motion carried 5-0.

c.   Policy For Non-Flyable Aircraft Storage

Recommendation:  Ask the City Council to adopt staff’s recommendation of a policy for non-flyable aircraft.

The City Clerk gave a staff report.  Airport tenants Ron York, Jim Darcey, Paul Blades, and Steve Gulko, spoke against the proposed policy.  Kris Nagle, Gustine resident, commented on the policy.

After discussion, the City Council asked staff send the item back to the Airport Commission for discussion on a policy that would ensure the airport does not become a storage facility.  The Commission would not discuss rates.  

d.   Well Pilot Hole No. 1 Bid Award
Recommendation:  City Council award bid to drill Well Pilot Hole No. 1 for $21,300.00 to Quality Well Drillers, 260 Air Park Road, Atwater, CA 95301

The Public Works Director gave a staff report.  After discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to award the bid to drill Well Pilot Hole No. 1 for $21,300.oo to Quality Well Drillers.  Seconded by Councilmember Garcia .  Motion carried 5-0

10.  City Department Reports

a.   Public Works
The Public Works Director reported on airport hangar inspections and bids for the painting of the Al Goman Center.

b.   Fire Department

The Fire Chief reported on calls for the past two weeks, including a hay fire.  He further read a letter of acknowledgement from the City of Newman for the department’s assistance in the arson fire of April 18.

c.   Police Department

The Police Chief reported on the Police Officer of the Year ceremony; a meeting with Turlock’s Chief of Police regarding dispatch services; enforcement on public nuisances by CSO Freitas; a meeting of the Traffic Safety Committee; details of a purse theft; and a recent arrest in Merced of multiple gang members.

d.   City Clerk Department

The City Clerk acknowledged the hard working temporary staff in City Hall; reported on the recent Planning Commission meeting; and updated the City Council on the Neighborhood Stabilization Plan. 

11.  City Manager Reports

The City Manager directed staff to add Council member Garcia to the Traffic Committee distribution list and commented on responses to the request for proposal for the Cal Trans Planning Grant.

a.   Councilmember Schultz
Councilmember Schultz announced he would be meeting with Assemblymember Galgiani and that Merced County Economic Development Corporation (MCEDCO) had moved its office.

b.   Councilmember Garcia

Councilmember Garcia asked about the Council’s commitment to the Fourth of July committee and reported on a meeting of the Westside Healthcare Taskforce.

c.   Councilmember Amaral

Councilmember Amaral reported that Laurel and North Avenue areas had a lot of speeders and that he had met $750 of his $1000 challenge for Fourth of July donations.

d.   Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira gave additional details on the Westside Healthcare Taskforce meeting; congratulated Sergeant Hamera; announced that the Merced County Association of Governments (MCAG) Governing Board meeting would be hosted by Gustine that week; commented on the Highway 33 work by Cal Trans; and announced the upcoming Lions Club chicken take-out dinner.
