8.  City of Gustine Consent Calendar

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira asked to remove item (d) Resolution Declaring Public Nuisance.  Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to approve the remainder of the consent calendar.  Seconded by Council member Amaral.  Motion carried 3-0 with 2 absent and Mayor Ford abstaining from vote on warrant 29130.

After discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to approve item (d) Resolution Declaring Public Nuisance.  Seconded by Council member Amaral.  Motion carried 3-0 (2 absent). 

9.  City of Gustine Administrative Agenda

a.   Airport Hangar, Tie-Down and Porta-Hangar Rates

Recommendation:  Direct staff on the following items, which will be brought back for final approval by Resolution:

1. Establish Hangar rates:

· Set hangar rates at $.19 per square foot.

· Eliminate the Monthly Maintenance fee.

· Terminate the maintenance “set-aside”.

2. Establish a policy for hangar repairs.

3. Establish a Daily Tie-down rate of $5.00 per day

4. Establish a Monthly Tie-down rate of $40.00

5. Establish a Monthly Porta-Hangar rate of $60.00

6. Increase fees in subsequent years using the Consumer Price Index (CPI)

7. Authorize the City Manager to set fuel prices at the Gustine Airport.

The City Manager gave a staff report.  The Deputy City Clerk gave details of a survey conducted from various airports.  The City Manager noted that staff’s recommendation differed from the Airport Commission’s recommendation, stating that staff’s recommendation generated more revenue that would be spent on hangar repairs while the commission’s recommendation would rely on tenants maintaining and repairing their own hangars.

Ron York, Chairman of the Airport Commission expressed concerns about the staff recommendation.  Airport Commissioner, Paul Blades presented the Airport Commission’s recommendation.  Airport tenant, Russ Felch voiced opposition to an increase in hangar rates.  Bo McBride, Gustine resident, commented on the history of the rates.

After deliberation, Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to approve the Airport Commission’s recommendation.  Seconded by Council member Amaral.  Motion carried 3-0 (2 absent).  Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira also noted that the approval was subject to the hangar tenants performing work and repairs.  Staff was directed to bring the rates back on a formal resolution:  

Airport Commission’s Recommendation:
1. Establish Hangar rates:
· Set hangar rates as stated in the attached spreadsheet.
· Remove the Monthly Maintenance fee.
· End the maintenance “set-aside”.
2. Establish a policy for hangar repairs.
3. Establish a Daily Tie-down rate of $5.00 per day for single engine aircraft
4. Establish a Daily Tie-down rate of $8.00 per day for twin engine aircraft

5. Establish a "Monthly” Tie-down rate of $40.00 for any aircraft
6. Establish an “Open Ground” rate of 1-to-2 cent per square foot

7. Biennial review of fees and recommend for fee increases by the airport commission.
8. Authorize the City Manager to set fuel prices at the Gustine Airport
b.   Administrative Code Enforcement

Recommendation:  Review and discuss proposed Code Enforcement Ordinance.

The Interim Police Chief gave his staff report on a proposed ordinance that would allow enforcement remedies for violations of the Municipal Code.  After discussion, staff was directed to move forward with the ordinance and bring back to the City Council for the first reading.

c.   Proposition 1b Funds Utilization of $400,000 for Maintenance Projects for Roads within the City of Gustine
Recommendation:  Receive report, authorize the City Manager to represent and sign all documents on behalf of the City of Gustine, and approve Proposition 1B funds for road maintenance.
The City Manager gave her staff report.  After discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to authorize the City Manager to represent and sign all documents on behalf of the City of Gustine for Proposition 1B funds for road maintenance.  Seconded by Council member Amaral.  Motion carried 3-0 (2 absent).

10.  City Department Reports

a.   City Clerk’s Office

The Deputy City Clerk reported on upcoming training.  She further indicated she would be working to update/adopt a Conflict of Interest Code for city staff.  

b.   Administrative Services

The Administrative Services Manager reported that Y-Lead registration would take place this week and that a flyer announcing the credit card program would be mailed with the next utility billing.
c.   Recreation Department

The Recreation Director updated the City Council on the tennis program, swim lessons, pool rentals, the men’s softball program, and the status of the field usage policy.

d.   Fire Department

The Fire Chief reported that no heat related incidents were reported during the recent heat wave, that the bathroom project at the firehouse was complete, grass fires had increased with the wind and that the fire department participated in the Kids to the Rescue program.

e.   Police Department

The Interim Police Chief reported that 147 calls were responded to in the last two weeks and that four major property cases were solved.  He further detailed that one felony warrant was issued, that several asset seizures occurred, and that a graffiti vandal was caught.  He also reported that the department was negotiating with the City of Newman to contract services at the animal shelter, that an officer was hired to fill a vacancy and that the Model T parade was a successful event.

11.  City Manager Reports

a.   City Pins

The City Manager relayed that she had order pins with the City logo.

b.   USDA Meeting

The City Manager relayed that she and Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira would be meeting USDA staff in Merced as a follow-up to meetings in Washington D.C.

c.   IMAC

The City Council was informed that a letter was sent to IMAC requesting payment and start-up efforts or the city may revoke its offer for sewer capacity.

d.   Morningstar

The City Manager stated that Morningstar had submitted plans for expansion and had formally requested additional sewer capacity that had already been reserved for them.

12.  City Council Reports

a.   Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira 

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira praised organizers of the Kids to the Rescue Program.  He informed the Council of meetings he attended with a security camera company regarding security options; with the school district regarding gang activity; with the LAFCO Board who appointed officers and considered the Los Banos general plan, and with the MCAG Governing Board who reviewed transportation fees collected and voted on the Valley Blueprint.  

He went on to extend an invitation to a dinner in honor of Deidre Kelsey and reminded the City Council of the upcoming Memorial Day services.

b.   Council member Amaral

Council member Amaral relayed details about the recent planning commission meeting including a presentation on the Valley Blueprint and the Self-Help housing development.  Council member Amaral went on to state that he appreciated the professional manner in which some of the public presented their concerns but did not appreciate threats made by others.  He thanked staff for all their hard work.

c.   Mayor Ford

Mayor Ford relayed details of a meeting with the school district facilities committee to discuss joint facilities, budget cuts, funding for the School Resource Officer and gang awareness.  He further relayed a need for more public awareness of public safety issues.

13.  Closed Session

The City Council met in closed session at 9:45 p.m.  Staff direction was given.
