The City Manager gave her staff report.  After discussion Council member Schultz made a motion to approve the request of $188 to The San Joaquin Valley Partnership.  Seconded by Council member Garcia.  Motion carried 3-0 (2 absent)

b.   Request to Close City Hall, May 22, 2009

Council member Garcia made a motion to approve the closure of City Hall.  Seconded by Council member Schultz.  Motion carried 3-0 (2 absent).

10.  City Department Reports

a.   Public Works

The Public Works Director reported that the police carport and hangar 14 would be demolished soon; that weeds were cleaned up on railroad properties; that hangar inspections would take place in the coming weeks, and that he had been working with EMS for pump efficiency tests on well sites.  He further relayed that Highway 33 underwent certain repairs while others would be delayed due to budget cuts. 

b.   Fire Department

The Fire Chief thanked everyone that supported the Fire Fighter of the Year event.  He also thanked the women’s auxiliary for their assistance at the City County Dinner.

c.   Police Department

The Police Chief reported on meetings with Office of Emergency Services consultants regarding emergency management in the region; with the Merced County Grand Jury to follow up on their initial visit last year; and with county representatives from Work-Net regarding subsidized staffing.  

The Police Chief went on to state that during heavy rains officers on duty could not get support from other staff in clearing drains; that he and CSO Freitas had attended the County Animal Shelter grand opening; that Sergeant Jim Hamera was nominated Gustine’s Officer of the Year and that the Merced County bomb squad came to diffuse potentially explosive material turned in to the police department.

d.   City Clerk Department

The City Clerk stated that all projects were on hold while clerk department has moved into finance to assist with staffing shortfalls and that the assistant planner had been back-filling some of the clerk functions 

11.  City Manager Reports

The City Manager thanked the fire department on the City County dinner; commented on the meeting with the Grand Jury; and thanked the City Clerk for filling in during staffing shortages.

The City Council was advised that the warrants were not on the consent and that a special meeting may be called for warrant approval.  She also announced that $100,000 in expected SLESF funds actually came in at $50,000 and that she would follow up with the state.

Council member Schultz discussed a meeting with MCEDCO to discuss the direction MCEDCO should take over the next year. 

b.   Council member Garcia

Council member Garcia thanked Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira for all his hard work on various committees.  He further reported on meetings with the city’s lobbyist, LAFCO, the Downtown Revitalization Committee and the Local Government Agency Commission.

c.   Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira thanked the Fire Department for helping with the City County Dinner; congratulated Sergeant Hamera; and reported on a conference attended with MCAG staff.
