4. Presentations

b.   Solar Energy Presentation by Carmine Iadarola

He gave a report regarding a proposed project in which a solar energy company would build a solar farm in the city, leasing property from the city for 30 to 40 years at approximately $1000 per acre.  The City Engineer answered questions, then the City Council directed staff and the Infrasructure Committee to move forward with Mr Iadarola on the project.

a. Karen Vovke, Gustine resident, reported drain problems at her residence that were reportedly caused by City trees

b.   Belinda Burke, Gustine resident, indicated she had the same issues, along with a garage floor swelling due to city trees.

c.   Misti Parra, Gustine resident, reported that tree roots have invaded her plumbing and sprinkler systems.

d.   Leonard Holmquist, Gustine resident, asked whether a date had been set for the heart painting on the road.  Staff responded that Caltrans is working on a date.

e.   James Chaco, Gustine resident, spoke to the City Council regarding a proposed tattoo shop in the downtown area and stated that his direction from staff was confusing and the costs too high for the zoning code text amendment to get the tattoo business.  Staff was asked to follow-up with Mr. Chaco.

f.   Melvin Oliveira, Gustine business owner, reported on vacancies in the downtown area and stated that downtown businesses were in crisis.  He inquired what actions the city was taking to protect local businesses.
