10.  City Department Reports

a.  Public Works

The Public Works Director updated the City Council on repairs to the tennis court lighting timers and relayed that lighting over the Schmidt Park parking lot would cost at least $15,000, up to $50,000.  He went on to state that the City had officially taken over the operations of water and wastewater systems and would be purchasing equipment as budgeted and that he would be working on a capital improvement plan.

b. Engineering

The City Engineer reported that test well results should be ready by the next City Council meeting.

c.  Fire Department

The Fire Chief reported that the department was working on flowing hydrants and he thanked all who participated in the fire truck dedication ceremony.

d.   Police Department

The Interim Police Chief reported that he had been with the City for eight days and was still familiarizing himself with the department and the community.  He stated that the department was busy preparing for the OLM celebration.

e.   Administrative Services

The City Clerk reported that staff would be researching outsourcing mailing services for utility billing; updated on training hosted by Gustine through the Risk Management Association and dealing with Office Safety and Ergonomics.  She also reminded the Council about an upcoming League of California Cities meeting. 

11.  City Manager Report

The City Manager congratulated Councilmember Nagy and congratulated the Fire Department on the dedication event for the new fire truck.  She went on to ask about setting up a budget workshop on September 8th at 6:30 p.m.  She also stated that a workshop might be needed to set 

goals for grants.  She reported that the City would be receiving a $50,000 grant from the FAA for the engineering and design for drainage and will apply for $200,000 in January for improvements at the airport.  

12.  City Council Reports

a.   Councilmember Garcia

Council Member Garcia welcomed Councilmember Nagy and Interim Chief of Police.  He thanked all the participants in the fire truck dedication.

b. Councilmember Schultz

Council Member Schultz reminded the City Council of the parade at Newman Fall Festival, reported on a League of California Cities meeting and more state holding of property taxes; relayed that he would attend the annual League conference next week and finally welcomed Council member Nagy.  

c. Councilmember Nagy

Council Member Nagy said thank you to the Council and the audience and stated he looks forward to working with everyone.

d. Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira thanked the fire department for the event; reminded the council of the Biggest Loser contest weigh-in; stated that he had contacted CalTrans regarding repairs to the highway in front of Richards Market; addressed the quote for lights at Schmidt Park; and welcomed Council member Nagy and Chief Schindler.
