CITY DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Interim Public Works Director Arnold advised that the holiday decorations would be taken down the following week, and that the delay was due to the city’s boom truck being repaired. He reported that the sign replacement project was still ongoing, and that the pool lights were causing the pool water to leak, and that the leak would be fixed. Mr. Arnold reported that an irrigation system would be installed at Henry Miller Park in the coming weeks. Council member Ford inquired why city water went out with the power surges on Monday, to which Mr. Arnold provided information. 

Recreation Manager Vitorino advised of her recent meeting with the 4th of July Committee. She updated on the preparations that are underway to prepare for spring baseball. She advised of the status of a potential flag football league and reported that a CPR/First Aid course was being offered. 

Economic Community Development Director Westervelt advised of the submittal of the grant for improvements to the baseball fields, along with Office of Traffic Safety grants. She updated that new owners have purchased the donut shop, and that a jiu-jitsu studio was forthcoming as well. 

Fire Chief Borrelli advised that the department had received new structure gear and gloves. He reported that the departmental mandatory training was ongoing. Chief Borrelli reported on the status of the retrofitting of a house on Payne Ave that is planned use for assisted living. Lastly, Chief Borrelli advised that the department elections were being held at the end of February. 

Lt. Joseph commented on the team effort to get the applications submitted for the grants. He advised of two new police volunteers. He reported that Officer Bayer was reigniting the explorer program. Lt. Joseph updated on the status of several programs within the department, and that a radar trailer will be received on Monday. Lastly, he updated that the department would be attending free range training. 

Deputy City Clerk Correa advised that the next City-County Relations dinner was being held on March 24th in Livingston.
