City Manager Dunford presented the staff report. There was no public comment. CITY DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Police Chief Chavez (via telephone) advised that he had nothing to report. 

Economic/Community Development Director Westervelt (via telephone) advised that she was contacting Gustine business owners to inquire on their status as it relates to the closures of non-essential businesses. 

Recreation Manager Vitorino (via telephone) advised that she was working on preparing plan-in-place guides to be prepared for when restrictions are lifted. She also advised on the success of the Gustine food delivery service. 

Finance Manager Birring (via telephone) advised that she had started working on the 2020-2021 budget. 

Interim Public Works Director Arnold (via telephone) provided an update on the sewer line replacement project. Mr. Arnold advised on the status of repairs needed at well-site #7. Mr. Arnold advised that delivery had been taken of the new Vac Con truck. 

Deputy City Clerk Correa advised that she had nothing to report. 

Mayor Nagy thanked the Department Heads for their hard work during this time. 

CITY MANAGER REPORT
City Manager Dunford advised that the City had received a Grant of SB2 funds. He advised that the Katakis Development was starting to gain momentum again. He also advised of several grant applications currently in the pipeline. Council member Ford inquired on what was being brought forward from Mr. Katakis, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. 

CITY COUNCIL REPORTS
Council member Alexander inquired on the status of the pool and advised of several suggestions to assist with social distancing and sanitation once open. 

Council member Ford inquired on whether or not City parks were open, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. Council member Ford suggested that the City reopen parks. 

Interim Public Works Director Arnold provided an update on the pool. 

Council member Turner expressed his agreement with Council member Ford. He suggested that the City take a look at what restrictions fit best for Gustine.

He also inquired on whether Staff would be meeting with the individual interested in fundraising for individuals impacted by the COVID-19 crisis to which City Manager Dunford provided information. 

Mayor Nagy reported that he had been attending County Mayoral conference calls twice a week. He expressed that all local Mayors and Board Chairs are in agreement that our economy needs to continue pushing along. Mayor Nagy urged the continuance of social distancing.
