CITY DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Police Chief Chavez reported on Corporal Hosaka’s recent retirement. Chief Chavez applauded the GUSD graduations and how seamless they were. He reported on the collaboration with VIPER to curb gang activity. He gave an update on the Presidential Executive Order banning use of the “choke hold” maneuver, and relayed that his department was waiting for further interpretation on the order. Lastly, Chief Chavez commended Officer Bayer on his assistance with a recent residential fire incident. 

City Manager Dunford advised on behalf of Fire Chief Borrelli, of an update on the details of a recent residential fire.

Finance Manager Birring, via telephone, advised that she had nothing to report. 

Economic Community Development Director Westervelt, via telephone, reported on two traffic-related grants the City was recently awarded. She thanked Lt. Joseph and staff at the police department for their assistance. Mrs. Westervelt advised of her recent discussions with the owners and corporate of Subway restaurants. Lastly, she gave an update on the cancellation of the annual Gustine Airport Fly-In. 

Recreation Manager Vitorino, via telephone, advised of the recent public announcement reiterating the importance of keeping gatherings to under 10 people. She updated that the Miss Gustine court would be visiting downtown Newman inviting businesses to donate to the Gustine Fireworks Show. Lastly, Mrs. Vitorino updated that to date just over $10,000 in donations had been received. 

Deputy City Clerk Correa advised that she had nothing to report. 

Interim Public Works Director Arnold, via telephone, thanked Mayor Nagy for donating supplies toward the backstop at the baseball fields. Mr. Arnold reported that one of the City’s sewer pumps was clogged with disposable wipes. Mr. Arnold further reported that well #7 is scheduled for repair in mid-July. Lastly, there was some discussion relating to the PG&E work at Meredith and Linden Aves.   

CITY MANAGER REPORT________________________________________________________
City Manager Dunford advised on the status of the water meters project. Mr. Dunford also provided an update on the film being shot in town in the coming weeks.

Council member Alexander inquired whether or not there was any talk relating to re-closing with the recent spikes in covid-19 cases, to which City Manager Dunford provided information.

Council member Turner reported on several locations in town needing graffiti removal.
