Police Chief Chavez presented the staff report. City Manager Dunford provided additional information. During a brief discussion, it was agreed that trapping and spaying/neutering would be a starting point. City Attorney Zambrano provided information on the formal actions that could be taken forward with regard to this item. Council directed staff to move forward with a one-time allowance of $500 to conduct a 3-month testing period where feral cats are caught, spayed or neutered and released.

Police Chief Chavez presented the staff report. Craig Christensen, during public comment, expressed his favorable opinion of this program. Sherri Marsigli, during public comment, expressed her favorable opinion of the program. She then directed Council to page 3 of the application exhibit, where her family business was specifically named. She requested that this be stricken from the report. She remarked how the data is taken out of context, and that she did not appreciate her family business being singled out. There was a period of questions from Council. Mayor Nagy inquired whether the new classification was for a Youth Services Program Manager or Coordinator. Bill Marsigli, a member of the public, inquired whether Council would be providing an answer to his wife’s earlier comment about their family business. Mr. Marsigli expressed his intention to go on record stating that the information listed on the application in regard to his family business should be stricken.  City Attorney Zambrano provided information. There was some discussion from Council on their concerns on the data listed in the application narrative. Chief Chavez assumed all responsibility on the data that was listed in the report, which, he reported, was pulled from the department’s records management system. City Manager Dunford advised that Chief Chavez could meet with Council, and the Marsigli’ s individually to discuss the data. Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to approve the resolution. The motion was seconded by Council member Ford, with the stipulation that Chief Chavez meet and confer with the Marsigli’s. The motion was carried 5-0 by roll call vote. Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to approve the Youth Services Program Coordinator job classification. The motion was seconded by Council member Ford and carried 5-0 by roll call vote. 

CITY DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Economic Community Development Director Westervelt provided updates on the Schmidt Per Capita project and Tennis Court Rehabilitation project. She provided an update from the recent Airport Commission meeting. She also advised that she was encouraging businesses to apply for the Merced County “Ready to Open” program. 

Finance Manager Birring advised that she had nothing to report. 

Interim Public Works Director advised of the preparations for Kids Fishing Day. He further provided updates on the ongoings of his department. 

Police Chief Chavez thanked those who attended the 9/11 Memorial Walk. He expressed his excitement of the new grant program. 

Recreation Manager Vitorino gave a brief overview of what’s to be expected at this weekend’s Kids Fishing Day. She remarked on how generous sponsors have been with this year’s events. 

Deputy Clerk Correa updated that the City was recruiting for Administrative Assistant. It was also relayed that there will be a mandatory City-wide training event on October 15th.
