City Manager Scully presented the staff report. The Mayor opened the public hearing at 6:38 P.M. Anthony Borges, a Gustine resident, expressed his concern with the social host aspect of the ordinance, and thanked Council for reconsidering that aspect. Bart Garcia, 1320 Bonta Ave, Gustine, inquired on a language clarification, to which City Manager Scully provided information. City Manager Scully made an announcement that in the proposed ordinance, the following amendments would be made: certain language be deleted from Section 7-6-2, and a typographical error be corrected in the last paragraph of Section 7-6-11(c). The Mayor closed the public hearing at 6:41 P.M. Council member Nagy inquired about the language in Section 7-6-2(b), to which City Manager Scully and City Attorney Nelson provided information. Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira inquired on whether there would be a grace period for residents to turn in illegal fireworks, to which City Manager Scully provided information. Council member Nagy made a motion to introduce the ordinance replacing Title 7 Chapter 6 Article 1 pertaining to fireworks, with the noted amendments and the deletion of the social host clause. The motion was seconded by Council member Anderson, and carried 5-0.

City Manager Scully presented the staff report. Melvin Oliveira, a property owner in Gustine, inquired on whether grant funding was available for the heavily dilapidated buildings. Paul Wallis, a Gustine property owner, spoke to the excessive amount of vacancy and the overbuilt status. He further suggested a residential downtown. Sherri Marsigli, 820 North Ave Gustine, expressed her support of the concept of the ordinance, and urged Council to consider defining the “actively offering” language more specifically. There was a lengthy discussion from Council. Tom Gomes, 1065 Brentwood Ave Gustine, expressed his support for this ordinance and urged Council to consider making the ordinance pertain to residential neighborhoods as well. Sherri Marsigli, 820 North Ave Gustine, advised on a building gaining historical status. She further remarked that Gustine once had a Revitalization Committee. Melvin Oliveira, a Gustine property owner, expressed his agreement with the possibility of offering residential properties downtown. City Manager Scully advised that the existing Gustine Municipal Code allows for a live/work community downtown on buildings that are more than one story. Council directed staff to bring this item back for one more workshop with a possible presentation to decide on ordinance specifics.

Police Chief Dunford presented the staff report. There was no public comment. Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made motion to approve the fee waiver request for use of City streets and services. The motion was seconded by Council member Anderson, and carried 5-0.

City Manager Scully presented the staff report. Engineering Project Manager Reed provided additional information. There was no public comment. Council member Nagy made a motion to approve the resolution. The motion was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira, and carried 5-0.

City Manager Scully presented the staff report.  There was no public comment. Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to approve the expenditures. The motion was seconded by Council member Hasness, and carried 5-0. 

CITY DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Public Works Director Reyes advised on the upcoming tire amnesty grant recycle event on November 7th. She also advised that leaf pickup would be commencing citywide, and that her department had begun storm drain and ditch maintenance in anticipation of rain in the coming months. She advised that she would be purchasing a new freezer for the Goman Center. She also gave an update on the progress of the mistletoe abatement tree trimming project around town.

Engineering Project Manager Reed gave an update on the medians project and advised that the bike lane project was nearing completion. 

Recreation Director Vitorino advised on the successful softball tournament. She also advised of several ongoing and upcoming recreation classes and events. 

Police Chief Dunford advised on his attendance at a webinar addressing AB266 on medical marijuana cultivation. He relayed that the Police Department’s smart phone app was up and running and had made national news on their new achievement. He advised that his department was preparing for their Halloween Haunted House. Lastly he reminded those in attendance of the homecoming parade and rally on Thursday. 

Assistant Fire Chief Garcia advised that he had nothing to report. 

CITY MANAGER REPORT

City Manager Scully advised on the recent planning commission meetings. He also advised of vacancies on the Airport Commission. Lastly, he reported that staff would be bringing forth an agenda item for the consideration of a Combined commission. 

CITY COUNCIL REPORTS

Council member Hasness thanked those in attendance for attending tonight’s meeting. She advised on her attendance at a golf tournament held by the League of California Cities. Lastly, she advised that she would be attending the upcoming Traffic Committee meeting to discuss the downtown traffic circle. 

Council member Nagy advised on his attendance at the Antique Faire, and at a recent Chamber of Commerce meeting, where the City was thanked for their $2,000 donation for the antique directional sign. He further advised on his attendance at a Merced County Association of Governments Traffic Expenditure Planning Steering Committee meeting with Council member Hasness. He also reminded everyone of the Traffic Committee meeting to be held on  Wednesday, and advised of the homecoming parade on Thursday, and lastly Gustine High School’s homecoming football games to be held on Friday against Mariposa High.  

Council member Anderson reported on her receipt of positive feedback on the yoga class, and new bike lanes and speed feedback signs. She mentioned the Chamber of Commerce’s Downtown Mixer to be held on November 13th. 

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira advised on his attendance at the Gustine Volunteer Fire Auxiliary’s Fireman’s Ball fundraiser. He reported on the forward movement the Family Resource Center is gaining. Lastly, he reminded everyone of the Veteran’s Day parade to be held on November 11th at 11A.M. 

Mayor Brazil commented on the successful Antique Faire, and suggested making it a larger event next year. He advised on the projected severity of the pending El Nino weather system. He also expressed his sentiments on the recent banning of the Redskins mascot name and logo. Lastly he commented on Gustine High School football teams’ undefeated status.
