There was some discussion in which City Manager Scully recommended Council add language to the resolution to include all utilities shall be located underground. Bart Garcia, 1320 Bonta Ave Gustine, inquired whether the improvements would assist in the proper drainage at the corner of North Ave and West Ave, to which Public Works Director Reyes provided information. Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to approve the resolution, and adding in language speaking of underground utilities. The motion was seconded by Council member Hasness, and carried 4-0 with Council member Anderson absent.

Police Chief Dunford advised on the status of ongoing recruitments. He also provided an update on a recent arrest. 

Fire Chief Borrelli advised on Engine 305’s return from pump testing. He also reported on a busy weekend on the eastside of the County. 

Recreation Coordinator Vitorino advised that Farmer’s Market would be opening on June 23rd.  She advised of the many activities that would be upcoming in the next few weeks. She also reported of the increasing participation levels of the Westside 5k Color Run/Walk. 

Public Works Director Reyes advised on her department’s extensive preparation for all of the summer events. She also reported that the Airport Commission would be holding a regular meeting on June 14th. She also advised that the funding for the design phase of the airport drainage project had been received. She reported that the recent pump failure at Borrelli Ranch park had been repaired, and watering to restore the dried grass had begun.

City manager Scully advised on the possibility of establishing a different watering schedule now that the drought situation has slightly eased. He advised on the opening of the pool, and reported that y-lead begins next week. 

Finance Manager Westervelt updated on the status of the FY 2013-2014 audit.
