City Attorney Nelson presented the staff report. Tom Gomes, 1065 Brentwood Ave Gustine, encouraged Council to impose the same regulations on recreational marijuana that were imposed on medical marijuana. There was a lengthy discussion, where staff was directed to mimic personal cultivation regulations and restriction to match those passed for medical marijuana.

Finance Director Westervelt presented the staff report. Terry Madsen, with Clear Source Financial gave a presentation on the fee study progress thus far. There was no public comment. After a lengthy discussion, Council member Hasness made a motion to adjust the y-lead enrollment fees to $50 per child, and $40 each additional sibling, and to approve the animal licensing fee increase. The motion was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Nagy, and carried 4-1 with Council member Oliveira dissenting.

Community Services Director Reyes reminded everyone of the upcoming tire amnesty event. She encouraged everyone to continue spreading the word of the bulky item pickup program. She thanked the Airport Commission for their diligence on the fly-in preparations. Mayor Pro Tem Nagy inquired on the status of the damaged airport hangar, to which Community Services Director Reyes provide information. Council member Oliveira inquired on the status of the portable camera, to which Community Services Director Reyes provided information. 

Police Chief Dunford advised on the status of the storm damage reimbursement claims. He advised that a recruitment was open for Community Services Officer.
