City Manager Dunford advised on behalf of public works that egret mitigation efforts were ongoing. He also advised that the traffic safety improvements were planned for the intersection of 5th Street and 1st Ave. 

Recreation Coordinator Vitorino advised that preparations were underway for the Christmas in the Park event.

City Manager Dunford offered congratulations to Attorney Zambrano for her recent wedding. He reported that the recent wind storm caused damage to a tenant’s aircraft. He gave an update on the status of the Goman Center rehabilitation project. Lastly, he advised on the recent downtown business owner meeting.
