COMMISSION REPORTS

CITY DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Fire Chief Borrelli reported on ongoing department training. He also reported on the participation of local and surrounding city agencies at the recent Blue Mass held at Our Lady of Miracles Catholic Church. He also advised that the Gustine Fire Department held a presentation for the preschool students at Our Lady of Miracles Catholic School. He reported that two grant applications had been submitted on behalf of the Fire Department. He remarked on the collaborative efforts between Finance Director Westervelt and Fire Department personnel to get the applications submitted. 

Police Chief Medeiros updated on the status of the police officer recruitment.  

Aubree Hazan, Gustine High School Student Representative provided a report on recent and upcoming school events and activities. 

Interim Public Works Director Murdock provided his insight into the 218 rate study process. He advised on cross-training efforts within his department. Lastly, he advised of the bird mitigation efforts that were ongoing.

Recreation Coordinator Vitorino advised on upcoming recreation events.    

CITY MANAGER REPORTS
City Manager Dunford advised on the status of the CDBG funding for the Goman Center rehabilitation. He reported on the City’s receipt of a Regional Transportation Impact Fee grant from Merced County Association of Governments for $100K. The funds were allocated toward the Highway 140/33 roundabout. He reminded Council that on February 20, there would be a series of special meetings starting at 3 P.M. City Manager Dunford reported that a new school superintendent had been selected and was scheduled to start on March 1st. 

District 4 Supervisor Lloyd Pareira remarked on how good downtown Gustine was looking. He suggested trying laser light show machines to mitigate the egrets. He advised that a Measure V Western Region meeting would be held on Wednesday February 7th. He shared the listed Westside project list.  
 
CITY COUNCIL REPORTS
Council member Turner inquired on the Schmidt Park pathway, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. 

Council member Oliveira reported on his attendance at a meeting with Congressman Costa. He reported on the recent West Side Health Care Task Force meeting, where the healthcare kickoff event was being planned. He reported on the recent field trip visit from the students of Our Lady of Miracles Catholic School. 

Council member Hasness advised on her meeting with Congressman Costa, she advised that she had shared Gustine’s bird problem with the Congressman. She advised of her attendance at the recent Bird ad-hoc committee meeting. 
	
Mayor Pro Tem Nagy thanked Supervisor Pareira for his attendance at the meeting. He advised of his recent meeting with Judi Gandy of the Chamber of Commerce, who would like to propose collaboration with the City to refurbish the downtown planter boxes and irrigation. Lastly, he advised of the upcoming One Voice planning meeting. 

Mayor Oliveira inquired a status update of the Feihe project, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. He asked public works to look into the mistletoe issue on Elm St., and further requested that weed abatement continue.
