Fire Chief Borrelli advised on the completion of the departments’ mandatory medical training. He reminded everyone of the Firefighter of the Year award ceremony to be held on April 11. He also reported that the Every 15-minutes program would be held at Gustine High School on April 19. 

Police Chief Medeiros advised that he had nothing to report. 

Interim Public Works Director Murdock advised of a large tree limb that fell at the intersection of Meredith and West. He advised that preparations were underway to prepare the pool for the 2018 season. He advised that egrets have been spotted in Schmidt park at corner nearest Dollar General. 

Finance Director Westervelt advised that she had nothing to report. 

CITY MANAGER REPORTS
City Manager Dunford advised that the state has given permission on the Goman rehabilitation project. He inquired with Council on their opinions of metacrylics roofing vs. traditional roofing for the Goman Center. He advised that he had attended the recent School Board meeting. City Manager Dunford advised on his recent meeting with Jeffrey Lewis & Associates, who are interested in bringing a medical clinic to Gustine.  He updated that the City would be pursuing a body worn camera grant for the Police Department. He advised that budget talks had commenced and a meeting was had with engineering on the Waste Water Treatment Planning grant.  He advised that the Airport eastside drainage project could commence as August. Lastly, he advised that the City was exploring the idea of a city-wide yard sale day on April 21. 
 
CITY COUNCIL REPORTS
Council member Turner advised that he had nothing to report. 

Council member Oliveira reported that the Gustine Fireworks committee had begun their planning efforts. He thanked the Gustine Fire Department for holding their crab feed. He reported on his attendance at the Westside Healthcare Task Force meeting last week, where the discussion on a Family Resource Center was had. He further advised on his attendance at the San Joaquin Valley Partnership meeting. Council member Oliveira advised that he would like Council to consider sponsoring a future meeting of the Partnership. Lastly, he reported that the dispersal of RTIF funds was yet to be determined. 

Council member Hasness advised that she was glad to have an update on the birds. 

Mayor Pro Tem Nagy thanked the Gustine Fire Department for their recent crab feed. He advised on his attendance at the recent One Voice planning meeting. He reported that Congressman Costa would be in attendance at the March 29 One Voice meeting. Mayor Pro Tem Nagy advised that he would be attending upcoming LAFCO and Chamber of Commerce meetings.  

Mayor Oliveira reported spotting large brown egrets in Schmidt Park. He reported that weed abatement would need attention in the coming weeks.
