City Manager Dunford presented the staff report. The Mayor opened the public hearing at 7:21 P.M. Carl Hughes, 2825 Grove Ave Gustine, expressed his opinion that the rezoning up for consideration were a result of “Not in my backyard” opinions. He attested to the dangers of having multi-family developments so closely located to schools. Sherri Marsigli, 820 North Ave Gustine and Gustine Planning Commissioner, expressed her remorse for voting yes for these rezones, and urged Council to consider voting no. She further inquired why the multi-family parcels couldn’t be moved to a different location within the reorganization. Mr. Hughes advised to the Council that the proposed multi-family parcel would be located directly across from the oldest home in the local area. Lettie Borrelli, 3559 Highway 33 Gustine, advised to the horrific traffic conditions around the area schools during school drop off and pickup times. The public hearing was closed at 7:35 P.M. There was a period of commentary from Council. Council member Turner made a motion to approve the resolution amending the General Plan Land Use Diagram. The motion was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Nagy and carried 5-0. Mayor Pro Tem Nagy made a motion to waive the first reading of an ordinance amending the Gustine Zoning Map. The motion was seconded by Council member Craig and carried 5-0.

City Manager Dunford presented the staff report. Council member Oliveira requested that staff amend the ordinance to allow for higher flag poles and to allow for temporary vinyl signs. Carl Hughes, 2825 Grove Ave Gustine, advised Council to be weary of keeping content neutrality. Richard Martin, 635 Meredith Ave Gustine, urged Council to allow any height flag poles on behalf of those who have served and continue to serve for our country. Mayor Oliviera advised that this item would be continued to the next meeting. 

COMMISSIONER REPORTS
Airport Chairman Alexander advised that he had nothing to report. 

CITY DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Fire Chief Borrelli reported that fire prevention for local schools is ongoing. 

Police Chief Medeiros advised that he had nothing to report. 

Interim Public Works Director Murdock gave an update on the North Ave lift station, which is fully functional. He reported that leaf collection will begin on November 5th, and will finish at a yet to be determined date. Mr. Murdock gave an update on the water tank repair. 

Gustine High School Student Representative distributed her report to Council, in which she advised on recent and upcoming school activities both academic and extra-curricular. 

Recreation Coordinator Vitorino gave an update on the upcoming Trunk or Treat event. She advised that a youth basketball camp would be held on November 17th. She further advised that Christmas in the Park preparations would be starting soon. 

CITY MANAGER REPORTS
City Manager Dunford advised that he had recently been notified that the City had been awarded a grant from the San Joaquin Valley Air Pollution Control District for clean-air vehicles. He reported that second interviews for Public Works Supervisor and Community Services Officer would be held this week. He further reported that the candidate debate would be held this Thursday. Mr. Dunford advised that the Gustine Elementary School Halloween parade would be held on October 30th. Lastly, he reported that staff was gathering proposals for new flooring at the Goman Center. 

CITY COUNCIL REPORTS
Council member Turner asked to be updated once the annexation project is heard at the Merced County LAFCO. 

Council member Oliveira advised that the Westside Healthcare Task Force would be judging the essay and drawing contest on November 9th in the Gustine council chambers. 

Council member Craig advised of his attendance at the Fishing Derby, he further expressed what a nice event it was for the community. 

Mayor Pro Tem Nagy attested to how well attended the Fishing Derby was. He commented on what a thrill it was to meet Diane “Baby Peggy” Serra Cary. He thanked the Gustine Volunteer Fire Department for everything they do. Mayor Pro Tem Nagy inquired on the status of the hangar repairs, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. Mayor Pro Tem Nagy expressed the ongoing frustrations with the State Water Resources Board and their holdup on several different and unrelated projects in Gustine. He advised that City officials and staff were not ignoring the issues involved with the tank repair. 

Mayor Oliveira inquired whether any bids had been received for the Airport Eastside Drainage project, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. Mayor Oliveira inquired on the expenses incurred from Don’s Mobile Glass, to which City Manager Dunford and Interim Public Works Director Murdock provided information. He further inquired whether the City could assist with the watering at the Veteran’s memorial.
