Lastly, she reminded Council that Forms 700s were coming due, mandated training for AB 1234 would be sent out and that the management team would be attending a training on workplace bias. 

Finance Director Westervelt thanked Paul Rotondaro with Gustine Volunteer Fire Department. She reported that the County Oversight Board had approved the recent Successor Agency ROPS. 

Fire Chief Borrelli thanked Finance Director Westervelt and City Manager Dunford for assisting with the grant submittal. He advised council of the “Fill the Boot” fundraiser to be held on February 16th. Chief Borrelli further advised that the Gustine Volunteer Fire Department would be hosting the Firefighter of the Year ceremony in Merced later this year.  

Chief Medeiros reported on 2018 statistics and how they compared to 2017 statistics. 

Interim Public Works Director Arnold thanked everyone who assisted with the recent emergency water line repair. He reported that well #6 is repaired, and that speed limit signs were ordered. He thanked A+ Plumbing for donating the tankless water heater for the Schmidt Park snack bar.

Recreation Coordinator Vitorino thanked Council for approval of the circus. She reported on the successful paint night, and that conversations were ongoing with Gustine Youth Baseball Softball for 2019 field use. She also reported that she was in conversation with E & M Electric to get the scoreboard repaired.

City Manager Dunford advised on his attendance at the One Voice meeting last week. He informed Council that he will be travelling to Sacramento to meet with Adam Gray to discuss the water meter grant that needs a push. He reported that he would be attending the League’s City Manager Conference in San Diego next week. He further advised that the damaged Service Member banners would be replaced in the near future. Lastly, he updated on the water tank repair.
