[bookmark: _GoBack]City Manager Dunford presented the staff report. Caroline Kiesner, of ENGIE Services U.S., presented the feasibility study. There was a lengthy discussion, along with a period of questions from Council. During public comment, Craig Christensen, 657 West Ave Gustine, questioned the panel monitoring period and how that varies from the guarantee period. Mr. Christensen further inquired on the impact weather conditions have on ENGIE’s production projections. Jarrett Martin, of Gustine, inquired on what the City’s direct cost would be. Lynn Schultz, 1250 North Ave Gustine, inquired whether the separate projects would be metered separately or linked together. Tom Gomes, 1065 Brentwood Ave Gustine, inquired which rate tiers the projections were calculated on. He urged Council to request reference information for ENGIE’s most recent customers. Dennis Castro, 795 Eureka Ct Gustine, inquired how the panels are monitored. Mr. Schultz advised of his personal experience with the frequency of cleaning solar panels. There was a period of discussion from Council. Council member Craig made a motion to authorize the City Manager to execute a program development agreement with ENGIE Services U.S. for an energy efficiency assessment. The motion was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Nagy and carried 4-0 with Council member Oliveira absent.

Jarrett Martin, Deputy General Manager, Central California Irrigation District (CCID), provided clarification on the various documents being considered. There was no public comment. After a brief discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Nagy made a motion to authorize the City Manager to execute a cost sharing agreement, a coordination agreement and enter into a memorandum of understanding with CCID. The motion was seconded by Council member Craig and carried 4-0 with Council member Oliveira absent.

City Manager Dunford presented the staff report. Mayor Oliveira excused himself from the chambers at 8:21 P.M., and returned at 8:23 P.M. Craig Christensen, of Gustine, inquired on the status of the healthcare loan, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. Fire Chief Borrelli inquired on the status of Fund 34. He reported that many years ago Council had approved a $10K annual stipend to be placed into Fund 34 for replacement of an Engine. After some discussion, Council member Turner made a motion to approve the final budget for FY 2018-2019. The motion was seconded by Council member Craig and carried 4-0 with Council member Oliveira absent. 

COMMISSIONER REPORTS

CITY DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Fire Chief Borrelli advised that his department would continue looking for grants to assist with obtaining a new engine. 

Police Chief Medeiros advised that he had nothing to report. 

Recreation Coordinator Vitorino advised of the upcoming Fishing Derby event, and Trunk of Treat event. She also announced a very generous donation from the PFSA. 

CITY MANAGER REPORTS
City Manager Dunford reminded everyone of the upcoming ceremony honoring Laurie Kidder. He advised of the monies secured for the Census project. Mr. Dunford reported that the rehabilitation project at the Goman Center had been completed. He reported that the tennis court issues have been assessed, as well as the issues with the swallows at the Library walkway area. He advised of the current open City recruitments. Lastly, he advised of the upcoming League of California Cities golf tournament. 

Planning Commission Chairman Gandy inquired on the status of the water tank repair, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. 

City Manager Dunford reminded everyone of the upcoming Cannabis information workshop meeting.   

CITY COUNCIL REPORTS
Council member Turner advised that he had nothing to report. 

Council member Craig advised that he had nothing to report. 

Mayor Pro Tem Nagy advised of his attendance at the League of California Cities Annual Conference. He further advised on a seminar he attended at the conference relating to cannabis. He advised that he would be attending a LAFCO meeting on Thursday. Lastly, he inquired when sidewalk repairs could be started, to which City Manager Dunford provided an update.  

Mayor Oliveira inquired on the weed abatement and cable tightening at the tennis courts. He further inquired on the repair of the tennis court cracks. He also inquired whether Council had gone to look at the open canal alongside of the soccer field. Mayor Pro Tem Nagy shared information on his research of the canal ownership and suggested staff work with CCID to get information on getting the canal piped. Mayor Oliveira asked staff to have a Feihe representative attend a future Council meeting to provide an update. Mayor Oliveira further inquired on the status of accessibility to the airport fuel pump. He inquired on the status of the airport fence repair, and on the status of the eastside drainage project.
