City Manager Dunford introduced Tim Raney and Greg Greeson, of Raney Planning and Management, who together presented the staff report. City Attorney Nelson provided information on the zoning ordinance amendment and the development agreement. A typographical error was pointed out on the Operating Agreement. Mayor Nagy opened the public hearing at 6:57 P.M. David Craig, 1701 Via Milano Gustine, presented data suggesting that cannabis related businesses present additional issues. He suggested, if approved, a cannabis tax be instated to fund mental health advocacy education and rehabilitation. Kris Nagle, 404 Jensen Rd Gustine, inquired on clarification on the parking at the suggested location, to which Mayor Nagy provided information. The public hearing was closed at 7:01 P.M. There was some discussion from Council. Council directed staff to add the stipulation that anyone with a felony conviction could not be hired as an interested party. Mr. Lambert and Mr. Villalobos, the applicants, provided information on the disposal of cannabis related material. Council member Turner made a motion to introduce and waive the first reading of ordinance amending the Zoning and Subdivision Code to establish zoning standards for commercial cannabis use. The motion was seconded by Council member Ford and carried 5-0 by roll call vote. Council member Alexander made a motion to introduce and waive the first reading of an ordinance approving the Development Agreement between the City and Tip Top Farms, LLC. The motion was seconded by Council member Turner and carried 5-0 by roll call vote. Council member Alexander made a motion to approve a resolution approving the use permit for Tip Top Farms, LLC commercial cannabis facility. The motion was seconded by Council member Ford and carried 4-0 by roll call vote, with Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira in abstention. Council member Alexander made a motion to introduce and waive the first reading of an ordinance repealing and replacing Chapter 8 of Title 5 of the Municipal Code to establish business permit and operating requirements for cannabis businesses in the city. The motion was seconded by Council member Ford and carried 5-0 by roll call vote. Council member Ford made a motion to approve the draft operating agreement. The motion was seconded by Council member Alexander and carried 4-0 by roll call vote with Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira in abstention.

Interim Public Works Director Arnold gave an update on his departments projects. He thanked everyone who helped with the recent water leak on Linden Ave. Mr. Arnold demonstrated how tree roots can impact water pressure with a visual example of a tree root that had grown around irrigation pipe in Schmidt park, which was resulting in very low water pressure. 

Finance Director Deol updated that the Measure V report had been submitted. She updated that field work for the audits had occurred last week. 

Recreation Manager Vitorino reminded everyone of the many upcoming events in the coming weeks. 

Economic/Community Development Director Westervelt updated on the recent Business 2020 Meeting. She gave a brief update on the upcoming Airport Commission meeting and Fly-In preparations. 

Deputy City Clerk Correa updated that the City was hosting a mandated training next week.  

CITY MANAGER REPORT
City Manager Dunford updated on the status of the developer agreements with the annexation project. He reminded everyone of the upcoming 9/11 Memorial Walk, and on the upcoming meeting with School Board representatives.
