CITY DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Fire Chief Borrelli advised that he had nothing to report. 

Police Chief Medeiros advised that he had nothing to report. 

Interim Public Works Director Murdock advised of the anticipated delivery date of the new mower and the new tractor. He updated that the pool was back up and running, but advised that additional minor repairs would be necessary. He reported a leak at the bottom of the City water tank, and advised that a contractor to repair the leak would be onsite in two weeks. He advised that his department was making their way around town repainting red curbs. He shared his plan to have the City’s crosswalks and stop bars freshly painted before the upcoming celebration. He gave an update that there had been no recent issues with the North Ave lift station. Council member Turner inquired on the status of the water main leak on Wallis, to which Interim Public Works Director Murdock provided information. 

Recreation Coordinator Vitorino gave an update on the recent Street Fair, and on the upcoming August Street Fair. She updated that she was working toward planning a Movie Night in September. Lastly, she reported finalized revenue amounts from Color Run and the recent volleyball camp.  

COMMISSIONER REPORTS
Airport Commission Chairman Tony Marchese advised that preparations are underway for the upcoming Fly-In. He also reported of a Hot Air Balloon launch on August 25th from the Gustine Middle School lawn. He petitioned volunteers to assist with the event.  

CITY MANAGER REPORTS
City Manager Dunford advised of his recent discussion with Feihe on their property’s weed abatement. He updated on the status of the Goman Center rehabilitation project. He reported that a meeting at the soccer field would be occurring on Wednesday. He reported of ongoing meetings with a car company who is interested in utilizing the airport runway for test driving. City manager Dunford reported that another Town Hall cannabis information meeting would be held on September 25th at the Goman Center. He advised of a recent meeting with GUSD Superintendent Ballenger where they discussed student participation in local government. He shared several examples of the challenges city staff face with other agencies in getting projects moving along. Lastly, he shared an update on the pool schedule and accountant interview status. 

CITY COUNCIL REPORTS
Council member Turner inquired on what the status was on the Feihe project moving forward, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. He inquired on the status of the annexation package, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. 

Council member Oliveira urged everyone to stay cool in the coming hot weather.  

Mayor Pro Tem Nagy thanked Craig Christenson and David Craig for applying for the Council opening. He urged staff to deliver the annexation package soon. He advised of an upcoming rally in Sacramento on August 20th to protest the States water grab. 
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Mayor Oliveira directed staff to clean up the Feihe property. He inquired whether Public Works could clean up the piles of leaves and dirt left at Horizon’s building. He pleaded that the City water the plants in front of Horizon and in front of City Hall. He urged staff to proceed with a special ballot measure at the expense of the interested parties for cannabis related business in town.
