City Manager Dunford presented the staff report. City Attorney Nelson provided additional information. The Mayor opened the public hearing at 6:55 P.M. There was no public comment. CITY DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Fire Chief Borrelli advised that Gustine’s engine has been in service for the last week. He advised of the upcoming Fire Department Family Night on June 25th. 

Police Chief Medeiros gave an update on the successful outcome of the Vaccine clinic. 

City Manager Dunford advised that public works were working diligently to stay ahead of the upcoming summer events. 

Recreation Coordinator Vitorino advised of current registration counts for the Color Run and the basketball camp. She advised that in coordination with the 7th/8th grade Washington D.C. trip fundraising team, there would be a “corn hole” tournament held during the 4th of July in the Park event.   

COMMISSIONER REPORTS
Airport Commission Chairman Marchese advised on the status of several long-standing airport projects. He updated that the Commission is currently discussing several fundraising events to raise funds for the airport. He reported that volunteers Al Romero and Joe Lewis had temporarily repaired the tetrahedron. 

CITY MANAGER REPORTS
City Manager Dunford reminded everyone of the upcoming City-County Relations dinner. He advised of several meetings he would be attending. He inquired whether Council was interested in moving the location of the upcoming Town Hall cannabis meeting to a larger venue. He reported that the City Council meeting scheduled for July 3rd would be cancelled. 

CITY COUNCIL REPORTS
Council member Turner expressed his excitement that the Goman Center project was moving forward. He reported that park attendance was down over the past weekend, he requested more watering. He inquired on the status of the Feihe project, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. 

Council member Oliveira congratulated the Gustine Rotary on their anniversary. He inquired whether staff was working on a plan to mitigate illegal fireworks, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. 

Council member Hasness thanked her colleagues for allowing her absence. She reported on her attendance at the recent Rotary Club meeting. She remarked that the special budget meeting was a success. She attended the League of California League of Cities District meeting, where the speaker addressed several CalPERS topics. She expressed gratitude toward the Public Works Department for the pool’s readiness and the Hillview sidewalk project moving forward. She inquired on the status of the egret issue, to which City Manager Dunford provided information. 

Mayor Pro Tem Nagy reminded everyone how busy with events Gustine will be in the next month. He encouraged attendance at the July 11th Town Hall Cannabis meeting. He wished everyone a Happy 4th of July. 
   
Mayor Oliveira inquired whether the trees near the GPS parking lot could be removed. He also requested that the dead tree in front of the Horizon building be removed.
