Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira excused himself from the Council Chambers at 6:38 P.M., due to conflict of interest. City Manager Greg Greeson presented the staff report. Nancy and Don Bergman, President and Secretary/Treasurer of Make Someone Happy, who reside in Merced, distributed an informational packet to Council. Mr. Bergman gave a brief presentation on the service his company provides. Christy Hendricks, Assistant Superintendent, Merced County Department of Education, Early Education Division, advised on the importance of fresh produce with young children and spoke of the demographics of Gustine and those who may benefit from the Mobile Produce truck. John Palm, Program Manager, Merced County Human Services Agency, also advised on the importance of the fresh produce offered by the Mobile Produce truck. Diane Ramirez, of Gustine, pledged her support of the Mobile Produce truck. Lettie Borrelli, a local grower for the Gustine Farmer’s Market, advised that the Gustine Farmer’s Market does provide free left over produce to needy families in the community. Council member Nagy congratulated Gustine High School Student Representative Simranjit Kaur for her re-election to Associated Student Boady.  

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira advised that the migrant egrets have now relocated to Schmidt Park, and that Public Works will need to clean the area weekly for hall rentals and for the Farmer’s Market.  

Fire Chief Pat Borrelli congratulated the Gustine High Dairy Judging team for being first to win 1st place in the recent competition in San Luis Obispo. 

City Manager Greg Greeson advised that the USDA Water project deadline will be extended to utilize money that was awarded but not previously spent. 

The Mayor thanked those in attendance from the Farmer’s Market. He also congratulated the Cystic Fibrosis fundraiser on a successful event. He asked for the community’s support of the Farmer’s Market and the Bike Rodeo.  

Mike Gandy, of the Gustine Chamber of Commerce, announced that on May 2nd the Gustine Chamber held a barbeque for 500 service members and their families at Lemoore Naval base.
