CITY DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Police Chief Doug Dunford thanked Council for authorizing the purchase of the new police vehicles. He advised on the success of the Every 15 Minutes event. He further advised on his upcoming meeting with the Traffic Committee, and his upcoming informal meeting with Gustine’s business owners. He further updated on the recent apprehension of burglary suspects and the recovery of stolen property. Mayor Brazil inquired on the status of providing fingerprinting services at the police department, to which Police Chief Doug Dunford responded. There was some discussion of the Every 15 minutes program. 

Gustine High School Student Representative Simranjit Kaur distributed her written report to Council. She advised on her running for re-election for Academics and Council ASB position. She also advised on various recent and upcoming high school events.

Public Works Director Kathryn Reyes updated on the valve and hydrant replacement project being 50% complete. 

Assistant City Manager Sean Scully reported on the implementation of the new water rates. He also advised that Y-lead Captain recruitment has begun. He further advised that master plan building permits had recently been received from Self Help Enterprises. Lastly, he updated Council on the recent approval of a Use Permit by the Planning Commission.
