Assistant City Manager Sean Scully presented the staff report. Terry Madsen, with Clear Source Financial Consulting, then gave a presentation. The Mayor opened the Public Hearing at 7:06 P.M.
Ray Kressel, of Green Acres Mobile Home Park, advised of the protest submitted by Green Acres Mobile Home Park and asked that Council reconsider the initial 25% jump in rate increase. Maria Medeiros, of Gustine, advised of her concerns of City spending, and recommended that the City reconsider a rate increase. Tom Gomes, 1065 Brentwood Gustine, recommended that the City consider cutting costs before raising rates. Cathy Mendonca, 606 Linden Ave Gustine, expressed her concern on if the utility rates were raised, that the excess funds be fully dedicated to those utility funds alone. Maureen O’Rourke, 655 Meredith Ave Gustine, advised on her concern for more transparency and accountability on the utility bills. Diane Rubino, Hillview Packing Co., expressed her concern at how the increase in rates would negatively affect Hillview Packing Co. Craig Christenson, 657 West Ave Gustine, suggested that the City pass along any increases in utility rates for utility customers, to potential housing Developers that may come along as well. Dierdre O’Rourke, 704 Linden Gustine, expressed her concern with the water quality, and suggested that the City cut spending. She also reiterated the concern over water bills being inconsistent on number of days being billed. 
The Mayor closed the Public Hearing at 7:25 P.M.
The Deputy Clerk reported that 214 written protests had been received. Each member of Council spoke to address the concerns and ideas mentioned in the Public Hearing. Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira requested that staff look into the issues mentioned relating to the number of days billed on utility bills. Council member Garcia made a motion to approve the Resolution amending rates for water and sewer services. The motion was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira, and passed with the following roll call vote:

He further advised on his attendance at the recent Chamber meeting, and reminded everyone of the upcoming Wine, Beer and Cheese Tasting event. Lastly, he mentioned the upcoming American Legion breakfast, to be held on February 16th. 

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira advised that the MCAG One Voice trip would be May 6th-9th.  

Mayor Brazil wished everyone a Happy New Year. He inquired on an update on the Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy, which was provided by the City Manager.
