The Planning Commission will further consider a recommendation to adopt the proposed Southeast Gustine Master Plan and proposed pre-zone of the Master Plan area as Planned Development (PD), Single Family Residential (R-1), and Controlled Industrial (I).  The Planning Commission will further consider certification of the Southeast Gustine Master Plan Environmental Impact Report and proposed Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program (“MMRP”) related to the Project.  The Planning Commission will further consider, based on the aforementioned proposals, whether to recommend to the City Council initiation of annexation/reorganization proceedings of the identified Master Plan area with the Merced County Local Area Formation Commission (Merced LAFCO).
	At the public hearing, the Planning Commission shall consider all evidence and testimony for and against the proposed Southeast Gustine Master Plan Project and related environmental impact report and pre-zoning documents.  At any time prior to the public hearing, any person may file in writing with the City a statement of his or her objections to the  proposed Southeast Gustine Master Plan Project.  If you challenge the action taken on this matter in court, the challenge may be limited to raising only those issues raised at the public hearing or in written correspondence to the Deputy City Clerk at, or prior to, the close of the public hearing.
